A reminder, truck drivers can only drive for 14 hours before they have to shut down for 10 hours. This law 
came into place last year trying to make it safer for the drivers and for all out on the highways. 
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If you lease a rental trailer to be used to hold your spring stock from a trucking company, I will use that 
trucking company to make all of your deliveries. The reason is this, if they take the time to arrange the lease 
trailer, then they should also reap the benefit of delivering your stock to you. It would not be fair for them to do 
all the arrangements and then have someone else deliver the seedlings. 
 
Most of our clients are using e-mail as a preferred way of communicating shipping request information. It really 
assists myself when all I have to do is either print the E-mail or open an attached file and print off a copy that is 
clear and readable verses some faxes where text seems to bleed when printing out especially if the font is fairly 
small. It certainly makes it a lot quicker and easier to reply to your questions or just a note to say that I have 
received your shipment requests. 
 
THE FOLLOWING IS A REMINDER OF WHAT INFORMATION IS AVAILABLE ONLINE 
 
If you have not contacted Changming Wang to get set up (receive your password) so you can go online and see 
your crop information and shipping information please do so. 
Just as a refresher here is the basic information available and how to find it. 
 
 All you have to do is go to our web site www.silviculture.com, and then on the upper left hand side of the 
page you will see, Crop and Shipping Status for Clients. 
 

 
 
Click on the Crop and Shipping Status for Clients. 
 
It will bring up a password box and just put in your client name (ask Changming for that as well) and the 
password that has been given to you by Changming Wang who keeps the website up to date. If you do not have 
a password yet, please call Changming at 250-498-4974 ext. 208 and he will be glad to provide you with one. 
 
Once you have entered in your pass word you will be taken to this page. 
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This page will list all of the stock that has been grown for you for what ever season you care to look at. To 
change the year and season due, use the planting year and season at the top, then click View Report on the 
upper right of the page. 
 
If you want to look back at a couple of years ago, you have the capability of doing that as well. 
 
As an example I have used Sp of 2011 for Gorman Bros. and I would like to thank Ray Van Ingen for allowing 
me to do so. 
 
A few nice little features located on this page are the following; there are three columns that the information is 
underlined in green. Projected, Options and Packed. 
 
When you click on Projected for a specific request key or seedlot, it will generate a pre pack audit / scatter 
diagram for that request key and seedlot. 
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When you click on Options you will generate this report. 
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This will give you what the contractual specifications are and what you can drop down to generate more 
seedlings. Just print off this page and fax it back to K&C with or with out any changes for each of your request 
keys or seedlots. 
 
When you click on Packed it will generate this report: 
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This is our Packed Audit for that request key or seedlot. 
 
In the green high lighted box at the top right of the main page, you will see the following titles. 
 
Ordering Shipping Details  By Date. 
 
Each one of these is a different report. 
 
Click on Ordering and the following page will be generated. 
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Enter in your Name, your Company name and division. If you are not certain what that is, then please give me a 
call and I will let you know how we have abbreviated it.  
Enter in the request key / Seedlot, K&C’s order # for that Request Key or Seedlot, and the number of seedlings 
you want. If you can round it off to the nearest full box that would be appreciated, but not necessary. 
Type in the destination, the town and description of where, the date and time you want it to arrive, and your e-
mail address and click submit and it will automatically be sent to myself. 
 
Shipping, is the page that you will see when you are first taken to this area. 
 
Click on Details and you will generate this Report: 
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This is a summary of all your Request Keys and seedlots and all of the shipments for each one. It also lists the 
date of each partial shipment, and the associated packing slip number for each shipment. 
 
In the upper right hand corner there is a green high lighted box that says Shipping by Date. When you click on 
this box you will generate this report: 
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This report will break down exactly what went in each shipment, and where it was shipped to, and the Packing 
slips for each Request key or Seedlot. 
 
Click the green box on the Main page where it says By Date will generate the same report as clicking on the 
Shipping by Date from two screens above. 
 
You will notice that on both shipping reports, the Packing Slip number is green and underlined. Click on a 
Packing Slip number, you will get that detailed Packing Slip:  
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I know from time to time you do not receive the packing slips and have to ask myself to forward you a copy. 
Now you can print off a packing slip when ever you need one, and not have to phone myself asking for one. 
 
We are hoping all our efforts and especially those of Changming Wang will assist you in keeping track of all 
your stock and shipment planning as well as making available Spec changes, pre pack audits and lifted audits. 
 
If there is any other information that you feel would assist you, please feel free to give me a call and we can 
discuss it and I can forward it onto Changming Wang to see if it is possible or not. 
 
On our web page, you will now find our Seedling Shipment Questionnaire, under the heading Seedling delivery 
and feedback about half way down the left hand side of the page.   
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Just click on it and it will take you to this page. 
 

 
 
You used to receive a questionnaire with every shipment, and in the beginning we did receive a lot of them back 
from our clients. We still do receive some back regularly from certain clients, but we are sure that a lot of the 
time the questionnaire either gets lost, or filed. So for those of you who still like to use it as a means of 
feedback, and we do appreciate both good and bad feedbacks, just fill it out and click submit and it will directly 
sent to us. No more faxing, saving a little bit of paper on both ends, saving a few cents on the fax transmission. 
K&C receives the benefit of a clearer copy of the questionnaire to read, as fax machines tend at times to make it 
difficult to read. 
 
If you are wondering what surplus seedlings that we have for sale, click on Surplus Seedlings for Sale on the 
left hand side. It will generate this report of all available seedlings. It will just save you that phone call and e-
mail back to you with information you require. 
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If you are in need of M.S.D.S. sheets you can also get them from our web site. Just print out a pesticide 
application report and then open up the corresponding M.S.D.S sheets and print them off. 
 
The pesticide application link is at the top right hand side of the below page just above the green bar.  
 

 
 
Just click on this link and it will give you a complete Pesticide Application report for all your stock: 
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To get your M.S.D.S information, go back to the K&C’s home page and it is on the left hand side just below 
Surplus Seedlings for Sale. Just click on this link and you will be given a list of all MSDS sheets and just click 
on the ones which apply to your stock and print them off. 
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DELIVERIES  
 
We make deliveries 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, so let us know the optimum arrival time for you and we’ll 
do all we can to accommodate you.  If you need to change shipping dates or shipment orders, just give us a call.  
It is very helpful if you follow-up with an e-mail or confirmation fax to minimize the possibility of mistakes.  
 
If delivery locations get a little complicated, we would appreciate a faxed copy of a map, or e-mailed is even 
better so we and our drivers can remain as unconfused as possible. If we are making deliveries to a fixed 
location that has a physical address, please also include that as well. I have been using Microsoft’s Streets and 
Trips to print out maps for drivers that have the exact delivery locations, which are based on physical addresses. 
This has worked very well for deliveries in past years where applicable. 
 
We very much appreciate your feedback on our storage, thawing and delivery services and encourage you to 
complete and submit online now, our Seedling Shipment Questionnaire. Please let us know immediately of any 
problems so that we and our trucking contractors can rectify them as quickly as possible. We also love to hear 
about the good aspects of your shipment deliveries and pass this on to the various contractors.
